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Gerald Kashmerick presented examples of his Tension Sculptures at the September meeting. Jerry developed
an interest in tension sculptures during the Pandemic as a way to keep busy. These tension sculptures employ
a variety of materials including plexiglas, log slices, various pieces of wood and the all important pieces of
fishing line. Jerry uses a variety of techniques to create tension using the fishing line that gives the sculptures
an appearance of looking unsupported and being suspended in mid air.
